Study of both editions make it possible to follow
systematically the evolution of Levesque’s views on Russian
history as influenced by French social and political developments,
ideas of the Age of Enlightenment and early Romanticism. In his
representation of specific facts of the history of Russia Levesque
has been following the Russian scholarly tradition. For this
reason, his “History of Russia " belongs to not only to the French
but also Russian historiography.
