The
musical scores’ appendix provides examples of scores of different degrees of difficulty
for learning during the educational process and for an exam on conducting the choir, as
well as a list of works recommended for studying.

The textbook is intended for students of musical faculties of pedagogical universi-
ties and aims to help them reach the level required for successful work with the choir in
the course “The practice of working with the choir”. The textbook can be used as well by
students with some conducting experience, to increase the level of their choir conduct-
ing mastership, replenish and systematize the existing knowledge and skills.
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
