The days when school security meant a caretaker rattling his keys at the end of the day are all gone.
(Nel) Today closed circuit television (CCTV) cameras, high walls, smart cards, and even a police
presence are all part of the armory of a modern school. (Ne2)

The entrances to every school in Newcastle are now monitored by door-entry systems, and more
than a quarter are protected by CCTV. (Ne3) Most of the city’s schools are also surrounded by thick
fencing made of galvanized steel. (Ne4) Before these schools were turned into fortresses, one had 64
windows smashed in one night, according to Jim Rowtledge, the local education authority’s security
manager. (Ne5) “It was a massive problem,” he says. (Ne6) “Now vandals can’t get in.” (Ne7)

Last term a school in one of North London’s toughest areas became the first in Britain to have its
own policeman. (Ne8) Policeman Andy Briers, 35, is now in his second term at Northumberland
Park School, Tottenham. (Ne9) In the past students had been attacked and mugged by students from

sensible, given the number of schools burnt down.” (Nel7)

It is probable that until two hundred years ago, Antarctica __ NOT SEE___ by any human eyes.
The first people who are known __ APPROCH___ it were hunters on ships in 1819. Two years later,
one of them managed to land there though conditions prevented him from _ EXPLORE___
very far. Larger scientific expeditions later came to the region to find out more. By the end of the
nineteenth century they had succeeded in _ MAP___ the coast of the continent, despite Antarcti-
ca____ COVER___ by athick layer of ice which in places stretches far onto the sea.

There was something else which attracted people to Antarctica besides research: the South Pole. A
number of attempts to reach it MAKE in the early years of the twentieth century, but the
first person to get there was Roald Amundsen in 1911. Travelling with dogs to pull the sledges
which carried his party’s _ SUPPLY__, he arrived at the pole five weeks before his rivals, a
group LEAD by Robert Scott.

Despite the weather conditions, many nations now have scientific bases on Antarctica, carrying out
research on a range of subjects, including the ice sheets. In contrast to the melting of the Arctic sea

ice, sea ice around Antarctica EXPAND in recent years. The reasons for this are not fully
understood.

The Library of Congress (LC) was founded in 1800 for the use of both __ (30) of Congress,
the President and the Vice-President.
